A Artist must be at least 18 years of age and not enrolled in
undergraduate or graduate deget@ng program during the
fellowship period.

A Recipients of a 2007 Artist Fellowship award are ineligible
for a 2009 award. Previous fellowship winners may apply
years after their last award.

A Previous fellowship recipients may not submit the same w
future applications

A Once you are awarded a Lifetime Award, you are no longe
to receive an Artist Fellowship.
